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There is no convergence of the spread of coronavirus infection. The number of
infected people is increasing every day. 1.3 million people have been infected
worldwide and more than 70,000 people have died.
Please note the following points to prevent infection in the facility
1. Keep the alcohol disinfectant at the store. Encourage customers to use on entry
2. Keep the facilities clean. In the case of unmanned operating, periodically
perform patrol cleaning or ask a service provider.
3. Alcohol disinfection where customers touch the facility.
For example, doorknobs for doorways, room locks, handles
ID card panel, door handle, inside and outside of door,
Toilet faucet, door handle (both sides), toilet bowl washer, shutter door handle,
door opener button, cart (trolley), elevator floor button ete
4. Wear masks and secure 2m social distance for face-to-face customers
5. In areas where a regional emergency declaration or Lock down has been issued,
consider restricting business hours or closing the facility.
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
